Overarching EYFS Vision

[bookmark: _GoBack]At Burnham Infant School we offer a progressive curriculum rich in wonder and memorable experiences. We provide a stimulating environment that provides exciting opportunities, promotes challenge, exploration and adventure, reflects children’s interests and a real love of learning. This is underpinned by our core learning values of developing learners who are kind, curious and dedicated.

It is our intent that all children develop physically, verbally, cognitively and emotionally in an environment which values all cultures, communities and people. We aim for our children to be confident and independent, to believe in themselves and interact positively with others.  

We understand that play is an integral part of learning, and this is at the heart of our early years’ curriculum. We believe that the correct mix of adult directed and uninterrupted child-initiated play ensures the best outcomes for pupils. Therefore, our curriculum is both flexible and responsive to children’s needs and interests.

Warm and positive relationships between staff and children, consistent routines and strong relationships with parents are key.to our practice and provision.

We recognise the crucial role that early year’s education must play in providing firm foundations upon which the rest of a child’s education is successfully based.

Educational Programme: Literacy (Writing)
It is crucial for children to develop a life-long love of reading. Reading consists of two dimensions: language comprehension and word reading. Language comprehension (necessary for both reading and writing) starts from birth. It only develops when adults talk with children about the world around them and the books (stories and non-fiction) they read with them, and enjoy rhymes, poems and songs together. Skilled word reading, taught later, involves both the speedy working out of the pronunciation of unfamiliar printed words (decoding) and the speedy recognition of familiar printed words. 
Writing involves transcription (spelling and handwriting) and composition (articulating ideas and structuring them in speech, before writing).


Early Learning Goal: Writing
· Write recognisable letters, most of which are correctly formed. 
· Spell words by identifying sounds in them and representing the sounds with a letter or letters. •
· Write simple phrases and sentences that can be read by others.

Our Intent at Burnham-on-Sea Infants 
Writing is a crucial part of our curriculum.  The aims of our Literacy (writing) curriculum are to develop pupils who:
· Have a love of writing
· Acquire the knowledge and skills to write well for a range of purposes and audiences, having developed an awareness of the audience, purpose and context.
· Have an increasingly wide knowledge of vocabulary and grammar.
· To be enthusiastic, independent and lively writers.
· As spoken language underpins the development of writing we aim to foster exploratory talk and good listening skills.  Drama and role-play is regularly used in lessons to encourage creativity in writing.  Application of key literacy skills are re-enforced across all foundation subjects.

	What will most children be able to do?
	- communicate their ideas through marks/writing
- use their dominant hand when mark-making
	- write the correct graphemes to match initial sounds/final sounds
-ascribe meaning to the marks that they make
	- write simple recognisable words and some two-word phrases, e.g ’a cat’ (using known sounds)
- use a tripod grip when writing (with support if necessary)
- write their name, forming some of the letters correctly
- begin to ‘read’ their writing. 
	- write simple sentences, e.g. ‘he ran’ (using known sounds and know common exception words)
- use a tripod grip when writing
-form most letters correctly when prompted
-use an appropriate amount of pressure when writing
- begin to leave spaces between words
- read their writing

	- write simple phrases, e.g. ‘I can see a …’/’It is a …’ (using known sounds) and sentences
- spell some common exception words
- leave spaces between words
- form some letters correctly
	ELG’s
- hold a pencil effectively in preparation for fluent writing – using the tripod grip in almost all cases
- write recognisable letters, most of which are correctly formed
- spell words by identifying sounds in them and representing the sounds with a letter or letters
- write simple phrases and sentences that can be read by others
