Special Educational Needs and Disabilities 
The aim of this Information Report, is to inform parents and carers of the ways in which our school welcomes, effectively supports and adapts provision for children with special educational needs and/or disabilities (SEND) to ensure that All children, no matter their need, will thrive and progress at Burnham-on -Sea Infant’s School. 
All staff at our school welcome children with additional needs and work hard to provide an inclusive environment that embraces the range of pupils who attend our setting. We not only follow the statutory guidelines within the; Special Educational Needs Code of Practice for children 0 to 25 Years (Department for Education and Department of Health, 2015) but strongly value our unique school community and work hard to support all of its members. Our school values of being ‘kind’, ‘curious’ and ‘dedicated’, are the core aim in everything we do and we were proud that Ofsted recognised: ‘ Pupils enjoy coming to this friendly school, where mutual respect is a strong feature of the positive relationships between pupils and adults. Adults create a safe, nurturing environment that builds trust and confidence in pupils. Pupils show a deep understanding of the need to acknowledge and respect individual differences’ . 
(Ofsted Report, 2023)

What parents’ say about how we support them at our school: 
‘We have really appreciated the time given to us by the school and SENCo, to discuss the needs of our little boy, the ideas’ and plans we have discussed and agreed to put into place have really considered ‘his individuality and what would work best’, to support his time in school’ (Parent of a Year 1 child, October, 2025). 
What children with SEND say about how we support them at our school: 
‘ I love going to the Rainbow Room when I get my stickers. I can take my timer and go on the swing and listen to a story. Then I go back and do my work and I can get more stickers. It really helps me stay out of the red zone. It’s so fun’. (Year 1 child)




At Burnham-on-Sea Infant School, we also benefit from being a member of The Priory Learning Trust (TPLT) family of schools. This means we have strong links with schools in our area and in other local authority areas, where practice and support is shared to make an inclusive network of schools to support the inclusion of vulnerable learners and children who have specific needs. 
What the Multi Academy Trust (MAT) and a SEND Consultant say about our school: 
In a day-long SEND Review, the school’s identification and support of children with SEND and how this is led within the school, through provision, structures and policies were evaluated. 
The final report recognised that: 
‘The head teacher, SENCO and SLT have a clear and ambitious vision for inclusion, evidenced through the SEND curriculum provision and outcomes in the school. It is based on a culture of belonging alongside high aspiration for all pupils. The vision is communicated to all stakeholders’ ( MAT SEND Review, 19th July, 2025). 

What other agencies like the School Speech and Language Team (SALT) say about our school:

	‘The SENCo and supporting staff at the school are always very responsive and engaged with our service. The school recognises the importance of identifying and supporting children with speech, language, and communication needs. They implement the advice and recommendations provided by our service as best as possible with the resources they have access to’.  
The Inclusive Physical Environment at our school 
The physical environment of our school includes accessible toilets and changing facilities, as well as an extra wide designated parking bay. Children’s dignity and intimate care is professionally maintained by trained staff. Throughout the school, in corridors and classrooms, there are calm, regulation spaces and a range of sensory circuits. We are lucky to have a well equipped Sensory Room available throughout the day to all children. 
Lunch time provision can be adapted to suit individual needs where this is appropriate and we have a small Pastoral Team to support dysregulation and promote social skills as well as other outside spaces we can use. We also train Year 2 children to become ‘Friendly Faces’ in the playground to support children in their play. 
We provide ‘Draw and Talk’ sessions, Time to Talk, Speech and Language small group support and other curriculum interventions based upon needs and capacity to close gaps and support successful relationships. All children are treated with respect and their needs supported through collaboration with their family members and school staff. 
In September, 2025, we successfully opened an SEN Unit within our school site, this is based on our strong belief that children with additional needs have the right to be educated within their community and embraced and accepted within an inclusive but ambitious culture. Our aim is to support all children to reach their full potential through regular review of the support and provision we give children at our school and the development of High-Quality Teaching. At Burnham-on- Sea Infant School every child is valued and we work hard to ensure that children with specific needs reach their potential. We believe foundations built on strong relationships and an ambitious curriculum can ensure the successful transition into Key Stage 2, further and higher education, training, work and our community. 
SEND Support 
If you have concerns about the needs of your child we encourage you to have a conversation with the class teacher in the first instance. We have an ‘open-door’ policy and would rather support you to resolve any problems quickly. There are also parent consultations each term where progress can be reviewed and any concerns addressed. Teachers can often quickly sort out small problems or discuss ways in which your child is supported within the class. 
If the teacher is concerned about your child’s progress, they may suggest that more information around the issues or how your child is supported in class is reviewed. This may require the class teacher to screen or assess your child to identify any barriers they have in their relationships or learning. The teacher may then refer your child for an intervention within school or try new things in class to close gaps and support your
child. Your child will be monitored by the class teacher in discussion with the SENDCO at this stage as sometimes a small intervention is all that is needed to get them back on track. 
Your child’s needs will be assessed by the class teacher, then targeted support will be planned and completed over a number of weeks. This support will then be reviewed and refined. This is what we call a ‘graduated response’ and the Assess, Plan, Do, Review (APDR) approach. You will be encouraged to contribute to these plans and be involved in reviewing these. Usually this is communicated to you during parent consultation evenings. 
A graduated response allows us to try new approaches and if the concerns persist and barriers are not overcome then the SENDCO may observe your child and sometimes refer to another professional external agency for support or advice. Your child may need more specialised support that is over and above what is offered to all of the children in the class and they may be put on our SEN Register as SEN SUPPORT. This may sometimes be more formalised and if an assessment by the Local authority is needed the school staff and SENDCO can guide you through this process.

	How does the school decide if my child 
needs extra help?
	When children start school at Burnham Infants School in our Early Years classrooms, all children are screened to check their speech language and communication development within their first term of starting school. We use the TALC Elklan screener, a pictures and targeted questions approach. This screener will help identify children who need specific speech and language support within school or need to be referred to the School Speech and Language Support team (known as SALT). 
Children also have a BASELINE assessment within the first term of school. These are a set of National Guidelines that children are assessed against to determine if they are school ready or may need support. 
Across the school, children are regularly assessed, through observation and taking part in standardised tests, including phonics progress checks, to determine whether they are on track or not. If gaps are identified by the teacher, they may use resources to support learning or make adaptations to their teaching delivery to support the progress of all children. This is called ‘high-quality teaching’ in the SEND Code of Practice 0 to 25 (DfE and DfH, 2015). Targeted or short term interventions in small groups to fill gaps may be used. This is sometimes referred to as the ‘Universal Offer’ for all children at our school. 
For children who continue to struggle, a ‘Graduated Response’ is required. This means information is gathered about how an individual child learns best and what their struggles are. They will be assessed against four areas of SEN to identify specific needs. These are: Cognition and Learning; Social, Emotional and Mental Health; Communication and Interaction or Sensory and Physical) to determine individual or ‘targeted support’ that is needed to support their progress. 
Sometimes outside agencies have made assessments and the school will use the advice given in a report to support progress.

	What should I do if I think my child has 
Special Educational Needs?
	Contact the class teacher and discuss your concerns and further assessment or plans can be




	
	formed. The class teacher will seek advice from the SENDCO and you will be contacted if a meeting is needed. Equally, you can update the school if you have any information that helps us support your child.

	How will the school consult with me and how can I be involved in planning their support?
	The APDR forms are planned support forms and the class teacher will discuss these with you at parent consultation meetings. The SENDCO may also invite you to a meeting to discuss progress and planning for your child if needed.

	How will my child be involved in planning the support they will have? 
How do you know if my child is making 
progress? How will I be aware of my child’s progress? 
How will the curriculum be matched to meet my child’s needs?
	We ask children how they learn best and any strategies offered in support will be guided by their responses or ideas. We respect children’s opinions and ‘pupil voice’ is collected during review meetings. 
We track children’s progress each term and any gaps children have are identified and planned for. You will receive a report each term outlining your child’s progress. You will also talk about their progress during parent consultations and you will receive a mini report (end of Autumn and Summer terms) and a full written report (end of Spring term). 
The curriculum can be adapted to suit the needs of any child once these have been identified. We use a range of resources such as: visual supports, sensory objects, pencil grips, individual timetables. 
Adults also support children in small groups throughout the school. We run interventions based on the needs of the children and our tracking systems allow us to identify children who need extra support to fill gaps in their knowledge. Children who struggle with reading may be offered extra reading sessions, for example.




	How will information about my child’s 
special educational needs or disability and the support they will need be communicated to staff?
	In school we have a system of recording support and adaptations made for each child called INSIGHT TRACKER. The Teacher or SENDCO will communicate with staff if there are changes that need to be understood. 
The APDR forms are also individual plans that are shared with the adults in your child’s class. 
If your child has vision or hearing support, the information to support this need is usually provided by advisory teachers and the reports are shared with the class adults through our recording system. 
Information around medical concerns, diet or toileting is shared with the class teacher and intimate care or health care plans and specific lunchtime provision will be recorded through a variety of forms we use and recorded on our central system.




	
	If your child has an EHCP, their targets will be shared and reviewed regularly by the class teacher and at the annual review meeting.

	What training do teachers at Burnham on Sea Infants receive about working with children with SEND? 
What support outside of the classroom could my child receive?
	All staff have regular training throughout the year as part of INSET training. The SENDCO takes regular staff meetings and training is planned for support staff to support them in their role. Currently we are part of the PINs project and use the SCERTs approach, where training opportunities to support neurodiverse learners are taking place. We have also been given training opportunities to develop specialism within our SEN Unit that will benefit all staff. The head teacher and leadership team may identify further training needs through appraisal of all staff. 
We have a pastoral team and support is given during lunch time with eating, social skills and regulation. 
We accommodate movement/ calming breaks in designated spaces throughout the school.

	What specialist services and expertise are available at or accessed by the school and how do you all work together?
	The school works closely with Polden Bower for outreach support and has access to schools within our MAT that have SEN bases where good practice and training can be shared. Within our school we have a specialist speech and language adult support and other trained members of staff to support different interventions. We also have an SEN Unit where we are taking opportunities to develop staff and share good practice.




	How will my child be included in activities outside the classroom including extracurricular clubs and school trips?
	Every child at our school is included in all trips and clubs no matter what their need. All children are welcome. The whole school visits the pantomime together at Christmas time and everyone has fun taking part.

	How accessible is the school environment? 
	We have limited parking but do have dedicated wide parking spaces. Children who attend our Unit arrive at different times to the rest of the school to ensure any taxi drop offs can be accommodated. Our school has a disabled toilet and changing facilities. We have contrasting tape or door frames etc if needed to support children with vision and the width of our doors can accommodate wheelchairs. The school is on one level with no steps.

	How will the school prepare and support my child to join the school, transfer to a new setting/school/college or for the next stage of education and life?
	Starting school: 
Our school is served by a number of local pre-schools and nurseries. Our Early Years Lead will visit these settings before they start school and you will be contacted by the school to attend ‘stay and play’ sessions where you and your child can visit the




	
	classroom and meet the teachers, the leadership team and the SENCo. 
You will also be invited to an information evening where questions about school routine and expectations will be addressed. Extra transition visits can be arranged by appointment. 
School entry plan meetings are arranged for those children who have identified SEND needs before starting school. This is attended by parents, their pre-school, any professional agencies and the school to develop a plan in readiness for your child starting school. 
Moving on in Year 2: 
Most of our Year 2 children will attend St Andrew’s Junior School. Transitions for Year 2 begin with both SENDCO’s meeting and discuss the needs of the children moving from year 2 to year 3 and plan transition activities such as a Forest School session or similar. 
Each year the transition is planned around the needs of the children and involves parents and children visiting St Andrew’s. Staff from both schools will meet and share information to ensure a smooth transition and a ‘move-up’ day takes place in the Summer Term. Enhanced transition activities can be planned for the




	
	individual children if this is needed. 
If children in Year 2 are attending a different school in Year 3 then we contact the school and arrange a separate transition.

	If I am not happy with the support my 
child is getting, what should I do?
	We have an open door policy which means that we are happy to discuss any concerns you have. We would ask you to initially contact the class teacher and discuss your concerns. 
You are also offered parent/ teacher Consultation appointments three times per year, to discuss your child’s progress, targets and any individual plans they may have. 
If you still have concerns, a meeting with the SENCo or Head teacher can be made through the school office but this may take longer to arrange. 
If your child has an EHCP they will have an additional Annual review meeting to review their targets and support laid down in their EHCP.
